It kicks off the Canadian Triple
Crown, a series inaugurated in 1959 and has very similar conditions to our Kentucky Derby (restricted to 3 year
olds and run at 1 % miles). The major difference is that the Queen’s Plate is restricted to 3-year-olds foaled in
Canada and is now run on a synthetic surface. My analysis will list the KEY HANDICAPPING FACTORS for
the QP and then show how the field matches up.

Queen’s Plate Winner’s Profile

¢ Pedigree Factors: Is the entrant bred to win at 1 ¥4 miles? Three relatives are examined.
(a) The entrant’s father (the SIRE);

(b) The grandsire;
(c) The grandfather on its mother’s side (DAM SIRE);

¢ Consistency (# of career wins): Most Queen Plate winners had earned two or more career victories.
e Consistency (sharp last race): Most Queen Plate winners ran in the money in their final QP prep.
e Speed: 87+ Beyer Speed figure in a route race.

¢ Foundation at age 2 and 3:
(a) had at least 2 races as a two-year-old;
(b) had at least 3 races as a three-year-old.

¢ Prep Path: the following stakes races have produced the most Queen Plate winners over the past 18 years:
The Plate Trial (8)
Marine (4)
WO Oaks (4)
Queenston (3)
