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e Four times a winner from seven lifetime starts, Mansetti, named after a favourite Italian restaurant in owner Al
and Bill Ulwelling’s home state of Minnesota, looked like his usual impressive self in a one-length triumph of
the $150,000 Marine Stakes (G3) on June 28 at Woodbine. “l thought his effort in the Marine (G3) was
outstanding,” said Mansetti's two-time King's Plate-winning trainer Kevin Attard. “He was given a great ride and
then pounced at the perfect time. His race before (Queenston Stakes) was disappointing, so to see him bounce
back with that kind performance was really great to see."

e  While his rhythm has varied at times, the savvy son of Collected-Gidget Girl has proven capable of delivering
first-class outings. “He's battled inconsistency over his seven starts, but when he is on the top of his game, he is
a serious horse,” said Attard. “We know what he is capable of and hopefully, he shows what he's got on
Saturday.”

e Other samples of Mansetti’'s exceptional work include a pair of sharp stakes victories - the first coming in last
year’s Clarendon and second in the Woodstock on April 27 at Woodbine. “He was very impressive in his wins in
the Clarendon and Woodstock,” lauded Attard. “If | had to pick which one was best out of those two, | might be
inclined to say the Woodstock. He showed a lot of maturity in that race and when he was given his cue, he took
off.”

e The bay colt has been all business in the lead up to the King's Plate, showing the same class his conditioner
knows well. “Very happy with his breezes coming into the race. Just like his stablemates, he has the talent and
tenacity to show up with a big one on Saturday."

Bill and his son, Al, owners of A&B Welding and Construction of Elk River, Minnesota, were introduced to the racing
game at their home state’s Canterbury Park and got into the ownership realm there in 2005 through a long-time
friend and customer, the late Bill Wiczek. The Ulwellings are major supporters of Ontario racing, having had horses
here with Kevin Attard since 2017. Their top performers include Canterbury-based Stachys, winner of the Manitoba
Derby in 2010, and Woodbine stakes winners Stephen, Merveilleux, Pumpkin Rumble, Haddassah, Velocitor, and
Shakopee Town. The Ulwellings, closing in on 500 career wins, were finalists for the 2022 Sovereign Award as top
owner.

Jockey - Pietro Moran

Pietro Moran, son of jockeys David and Maria Moran, grew up in Ireland but moved to Canada with his family when
he was six. For as long as he can remember, he wanted to take after his parents and become a rider. “My brothers
and | used to do races on the street all the time and we had our own silks. | used to be the organizer of the races,
and we got old silks from Woodbine. The ones | had are orange with a blue circle, with an orange “P” in the middle,
with orange and blue sleeves.” Moran’s first race at Woodbine was September 10, 2023, and his first win came that
October with Trizzel Trazzel. On July 1, 2024, he won his first stakes race, the Grade 3 Belle Mahone, with Kevin
Attard trainee Fashionably Fab. He finished the 2024 season with 61 wins, 51 seconds, and 64 thirds across 347
starts. For his efforts, he was named a finalist for the Outstanding Apprentice Jockey Sovereign Award. Aside from
his riding career at Woodbine, Moran is taking Kinesiology at the University of Guelph-Humber.
